“MT80TW” program is a standard routine to compute tidal effects for gravity, tilt or strain. It requires for input a file with the geographical coordinates of the station and, as an option, tidal parameters (amplitude factors and phase differences) to be applied on the astronomical tides. For gravity tides, realistic tidal parameters can be obtained using the program WPARICET.

 

Several options can be used for downloading. A DOS-executable MT80TW program is available with the associated files including an example. For users who did not install the Fortran compiler on their computers, the DOSXMSF.EXE is also available. For users of Fortran compiler, it is possible to download also the source files of the MT80TW program. All the required input files can be downloaded wit the source programs.
